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Hong Kong Politics Studies: Overview and

Discipline Contribution

Abstract: Due to Hong Kong’s unique status and the history of political
development, Hong Kong politics studies has become a unique sub-field of
China Studies, before the handover, Hong Kong politics studies has already
produced influential academic results. Our study using text analysis to compare
the published academic articles in both Chinese and English of Hong Kong
politics studies after the handover. Result shows that there have the obvious
differences in the published number between Chinese and English academic
article, first, they have different trends and peaks between two types of article,
second, those two types of article are deeply developed by Chinese Mainland
and Hong Kong scholars respectively with less Communications. Although
both types of article are moving toward diversification and refinement, it still
need to enhance disciplinary implication and regional comparison. Also our
study proposed policy recommendations for the construction of academic
journal and development of academic talents.
